HOLYER AN GOF TROPHY 2010

(For publications from 2009 only)

These awards are organised annually by Gorsedh Kernow for a Cornish publication or a publication about Cornwall.  The overall award - The Holyer an Gof Trophy – is perpetual, given by the late Joan Truran, in memory of her husband Leonard Truran, a Cornish Bard and founder of Dyllansow Truran/Truran Publications.  A second perpetual award, The Literary Salver, has been donated by the Cornish Literary Guild/Cowethas Kernow Lyenak, for a work of great literary merit.  Sponsorship of the prizes is usually by the Eden Project and Gorseth Kernow, with a Presentation Evening arranged by Waterstones Bookshop, Truro, who may also sponsor a third award.

Entries for the above trophies are now being sought.  Closing date is Monday 15 February 2010, but it would be helpful to reviewers if they could be sent as soon as possible as reviewing time is short.

Seven Categories

The final overall winners of the Holyer an Gof Trophy and the Literary Salver will be chosen from the winners of the following categories, or from another worthy entry, at the discretion of the Judges. Waterstones select their own award:

1. Cornish Language Publications. All Cornish language books, adult or children’s, to be put in this section.

2.  Children’s Books: A children’s book, with a Cornish element, fiction or non-fiction. (up to age 16)

3. Publications in which illustrations predominate (i.e. photographs or reproductions of paintings, where  the text comprises captions to the illustrations, not books which contain about 50% text and 50% illustrations). Please put local histories in section 6, unless they fit in with this criteria.
4. Adult fiction, i.e. novels & short stories. 

5. Adult poetry and drama.

6/7. All Non-Fiction: In view of the difficulties of judging too many books in this section last year, the Selection Committee of HAG will sort books into at least two sections, and up to three sections if necessary, so that they can be judged more fairly, and the number of entries is more equal. If you are entering a book in this section only, please fill in the extra details on your entry form.  
· Anthologies/collections which include various genres should be entered in whichever class best represents the nature of the publication concerned.
· )There is no separate class for works in dialect. They should be entered in the relevant  class according to genre.
An Awards Evening for the winners will be staged at Waterstones, Truro in July 2010, with an invited guest list.  The Gorsedh, as a charity, does not award monetary prizes, but each winner will receive a Gorsedh Certificate, plus £50 as a donation to a Cornish charity of his/her choice.

Criteria

1. The books should be quality publications, with a high standard of production.

2. They should enhance and enlighten our appreciation of some aspect of Cornwall, and should be outstanding in some way, making a significant contribution to Cornish culture and research.

3. There should be an element of enterprise in their production.

4. Publications should ideally have been published in Cornwall*, although the quality of the production would also be considered, and books published outside Cornwall  will not be excluded.  (*There are now many excellent Cornish publishers who should be encouraged and supported).

5. The award should be made for a book published during the year 2009.
6. Each book may be entered in one category only, apart from all non-fiction in class 6/7. (see note above).  Any form which is incorrectly or only partially filled in, will immediately disqualify the entrant.  N.B. The organisers reserve the right to adjust entries if in the opinion of the judges, the book is entered in the wrong section.
Note:   At the discretion of the judges, if there are too many books in one class, they may be further divided.  The judges reserve the right not to give an award in a particular section if books are not well produced. The Award is for the excellence of the publication.
